Intricate oil paintings, portraying the multi-layered
concepts that Betowski explores in his work, can be
enjoyed in this new, thought-provoking, inspirational
exhibition.

EVERY PITCHER TELLS A STORY:

A HISTORY OF LAKE'S POTTERY

26 November — 31 December 2011

Discover the fascinating people stories behind the
pots in this exhibition about Lake's pottery, a Truro-
based firm that was producing everyday items for over
100 years.

SO NEAR AND YET SO FAR

14 January — 1 April 2012

Catch a glimpse of the colourful world of early
advertising from the 1880s to the 1950s. This is a rare
chance to see how advertisers persuaded the public to
buy everything from tobacco to boot polish before the
age of TV advertising.

TRURO SCHOOL ART COLLECTION

11 February — 2 June 2012

Formed as an aid to education and now numbering
well in excess of 150 works this collection provides
a varied and comprehensive view of post war artistic
activity in the county.

The Royal Cornwall Museum & Courtney Library

are wonderful places to find out about Cornwall, its
history and its cultural heritage. As well as its changing
programme of exhibitions, the museum’s permanent
galleries are packed with fascinating objects: from
Japanese swords to the painting of Anthony Payne, the
famous Cornish Giant.

THE CORNISH GALLERY takes you on a ‘timeline’
journey from the Palaeolithic period to the present
day. Here you can marvel at the Trewinnard Coach,
see the earliest surviving passenger rail vehicle and set
eyes on examples of real Cornish gold.

THE RASHLEIGH GALLERY houses an internationally
famous mineral collection with over 1200 Cornish and
world specimens on display.

No trip to the museum would be complete without
visiting our FINE ART GALLERY, where we change the
display each year to ensure different treasures from
the collection can be seen by visitors.

2012 will see our ANCIENT GREEK, ROMAN AND
EGYPTIAN collections - which includes Ast Tayef
Nakht our unwrapped mummy - housed in a bigger
and better location in the museum. Watch this space!

The galleries have lots of hands-on activities for
children and families: the CORNISH WILDLIFE AND
LANDSCAPES GALLERY contains a specially designed
discovery area and Explorer Backpacks are available for
the budding Richard Landers amongst you.

For keen researchers the COURTNEY LIBRARY &
Cornish History Research Centre holds over 40,000
books, periodicals, newspapers and archive records,
some dating from the 13" century. The photographic
collection, which holds 50,000 images, can now be
accessed by appointment only (on Tuesdays).
